DUBLIN CITY COUNCIL - WORKS ON GUILD STREET
The Guild Street Upgrade Scheme on behalf of the Dublin City Council will enter a new phase on 28 July 2008 at 10am. In 
order to re-construct the carriageway on Guild Street between Major Street Lower and the Quays, the traffic flow will change 
as follows:
Guild Street will be made two-way from Seville Place/Sheriff Street junction to the Major Street Junction. Traffic exiting from 
Mayor Street Lower can turn left onto Guild Street heading towards Seville Place. Traffic from Seville Place/Sheriff Street can 
enter Guild Street heading towards North Wall Quay. Guild Street will remain one-way from the Major Street Lower Junction to 
North Wall Quay. Please note that there will be no entry from North Wall Quay into Guild Street.
