
The Parents in Education course entered its third year, with 
almost 40 parents participating.The course aims to improve 
the relationship between parents and schools and help create 
a positive attitude towards higher education. Since its inception,
158 Docklanders have completed the programme.

Sponsored by the Docklands Authority and run by the National
College of Ireland (NCI), the Discovering University Programme 
gave 70 secondary school children a taste of university life at the
NCI.As well as other courses, the NCI now reserves 10% of its 
full-time places for Docklands residents.

Community Development
Social Regeneration Conference
The third annual Docklands Social Regeneration Conference
was held in Killarney in January 2005. Education,Affordable 
Housing and Community Art were the main themes of the event,
which was attended by 140 representatives from the Docklands
community and State bodies. Dr Fay Brown from the Comer 
School Development Programme at Yale University spoke about
strategies for supporting children. Principal, Noel O’Brien from 
Larkin Community College outlined the Emotional Intelligence 
Pilot Programme and other related projects currently being run in
Docklands schools while Seamus Murphy, Principal of St Joseph’s
National School in East Wall, gave an update on the Comer Young
Persons’ Leadership Academy Pilot Programme being run at various
Docklands schools.

Community Development Project Initiative
Twenty five applications were received for Community
Development Project Initiatives (CDPI) grants, of which 12 were 
successful.This brought the total number of initiatives assisted
under the 2004/05 phase to 35. The Docklands Authority invites
applications from local community groups and associations which
are non-commercial and represent community interests in the
Docklands area. Grant-aided projects included equipment for a
youth club, refurbishment of playgrounds and sports clubs, and
equipment for a local community radio station. Since the CDPI
commenced five years ago, 86 projects have been awarded grants
totalling nearly ¤4 million.

Academies
During the Easter break, over 80 
young Docklanders took part in 
the annual Splash Week. Run by 
St Andrew’s Resource Centre and 
Pearse Street Garda station, it 
aims to improve young people’s 
water safety and boating skills.

Over 60 Docklands children 
were able to brush up on their 
skills during the annual Docklands 
GAA Hurling and Football festival 
under the experienced eye of 
GAA legends, Nicky English and 
Dessie Nolan.This was followed 
later in the year by the Festival 
of Football, a soccer camp attended 
by nearly 100 enthusiastic eight 
to 13 year-olds run by former 
football pros such as Niall Quinn,
Alan Kelly and Don Givens.
