
of a tenancy. As well as a Housing
Officer who is responsible for the
overall management of the units,
Cluid have appointed a tenant
caretaker who will ensure that any
minor problems that may arise are
dealt with swiftly. 

The apartments are designed
and built to the very highest
standards. Every apartment is dual
aspect with access to balconies
overlooking a south facing inner
landscaped garden as well as a
winter garden to the front. Many
of the larger apartments are
duplex which gives families the
benefit of traditional "house"
living contained in a 21st century,
urban setting. Needless to say,
tenants are thrilled with their new
homes. Cluid Housing Association
are also very happy with the
scheme and are looking forward to
working with the Authority to
provide similar schemes across the
Docklands area.

The Authority is confident that
this combination of high quality
design and effective housing
management will prove to be the
way forward for successful
residential housing development in
Docklands.

The new development of
apartments beside the Clarion
Hotel on North Wall Quay is now
nearing completion. Clarion Quay
apartments comprise 185 one,
two- and three-bedroom
apartments and includes a 20%
social housing element. 

The majority of the units will be
sold on the open market but in

keeping with Dublin Docklands
Area Master Plan and now also
enshrined in the Planning and
Development Act 2000, 37 of the
units are let to people from Dublin
City Council's housing waiting list.
This is the first scheme in a rolling
programme of social housing
provision across the Docklands
which will eventually meet all of

the identified housing needs in the
area. These apartments are
managed by Cluid Housing
Association who work closely with
Dublin City Council and the
Authority to ensure that suitable
tenants, including a high
proportion from the local
community, were selected. The
first 19 tenants moved in just after

Christmas and they are very happy
with their new homes. A further
18 tenants have now moved in and
all new tenants have taken part in
a series of comprehensive pre-
tenancy training sessions. The pre-
tenancy training sessions ensure
that all tenants are fully aware of
their rights and responsibilities
and is a requirement of the offer

“When the Master Plan for Dublin
Docklands was published 5 years
ago, one of its cornerstones was a
commitment to the concept of
Saoil Scoil – life-long learning.
While the concept of Saol Scoil is
applicable across society, it is
especially relevant when you look
at the levels of young people not
completing full time education in
Dublin’s docklands. The Authority
has established a range of
measures to tackle this issue and
now has a variety of programmes
operating in the education sector”
said Minister Ryan.

Peter Coyne, Chief Executive of
the Authority said: “The Docklands
Authority recognised early on that
education and training are two of
the solutions to the disadvantages
which the people of docklands
have endured for many decades.
Since we were established in 1997,
the Authority has worked with the
local community and developed a

range of programmes which cater
for the educational and training
needs of younger people, and
indeed the not so young, in
docklands”.

This year’s awards represent a
significant increase in the number
of docklanders availing of these
educational programmes. Among
the courses being taken by
students under the Third Level
Scholarship Scheme are Human
Resources Management and
Industrial Relations, Applied
Electronics, Business, Economics
and Social Studies, Accounting,
Marketing, Commerce and Arts.
Colleges being attended include
Trinity College, UCD, National
College of Ireland, Dublin Institute
of Technology, Institute of
Technology Tallaght and National
University of Ireland at Maynooth.

Additionally, under the Schools
Jobs Placement Programme a
further 20 young people (all of

whom had to pass their Leaving
Certificate) have been placed in
companies, mainly in the IFSC.
Participating companies include
AIB Capital Markets, Canada Life,
Citibank, Dresdner Bank, Friends
First, Henry J Lyons & Co. and
Arthur Andersen.

Last year the Docklands
Authority introduced an After
Schools Study Club for young
docklanders who were sitting their
Junior and Leaving Certificates.
The programme involves each
student being matched with a
mentor from a company in the
IFSC. This has proven to be a highly
successful scheme.
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St. Patrick’s festival was celebrated in great style all around the city during
the St. Patrick’s weekend. On Saturday night over 500,000 people thronged
the campshires at docklands to experience another great fireworks spectacle.

Clarion Quay Social Housing

Educational schemes run by the Dublin Docklands Development Authority are now benefiting over 300
young people each year in the Docklands area. The Minister of State for Tourism, Sport and Recreation,
Eoin Ryan, TD, complimented the Docklands Authority on its educational initiatives.

addressed a gathering of more than 300 people attending the presentation of certificates to participants on the
Authority’s Schools Jobs Placement Programme and its Third Level Scholarship Scheme.

The first combined market and Housing Association apartment development in the inner city has been built in the IFSC.
Clarion Quay, a joint venture between the Authority and the Campshire Partnership of 185 top quality apartments has
transferred 37 units to Cluid Housing Association. The units have all been let and the tenants are mostly from the local area.

When the Authority Master Plan first promoted a 20% provision of social or affordable housing there was much scepticism that
it was achievable. Now reinforced by the Planning Act 2000, the 20% is certain and developers are working to achieve it.



Every 3 years Dublin City Council (the new name for
Dublin Corporation) are required to carry out a
survey to assess the need for housing in the city. The

information gathered is used to plan the provision of
housing across all of the various need groups, the
homeless, disabled people and the elderly. It is also used
as the basis for assessing the need
for social, shared ownership and
affordable housing. In order to be
able to apply for social housing an
applicant must first be registered
on the housing waiting list.

The next housing needs
assessment will be carried out on
March 29th 2002. If you are in
housing need and wish at some
stage to apply for social housing
you should be registered by this
date. This will enable the City
Council to get a better idea of the
level of need and to begin to plan
to meet it. If you can’t register
before March 29th it does not
mean that you are disqualified
from applying but you should do it
as soon as you can.

Eighteen community-based projects received €760,000 in
grant-in-aid from the Dublin Docklands Development
Authority under its Community Development Project

Initiative (CDPI) 2002.
The projects range from a significant extension to the Pearse

Area Recreation Centre; an Internet Café Access Point for the
local community in St. Andrew’s Resource Centre, the
restoration of the Church organ in St. Agatha’s Church and the
provision of computers for literacy and computer training for
the local Community After Schools Project. Since the CDPI
scheme began it has provided grant-in-aid of €2,350,000 to a
total of 42 projects in the Docklands.

The CDPI is aimed at helping community groups and
associations to carry out capital projects that will improve and
develop local amenities and services in the Docklands area. All
of the projects will be completed by the end of the year.

Speaking at the awards ceremony, An Taoiseach, Mr. Bertie
Ahern T.D. said that all of the 18 community led projects are at
the very heart of what the Docklands project is all about. “As
you may be aware, the Dublin Docklands Development
Authority is now in its fifth year of existence, and, as you are
equally aware, the mandate of the Docklands Authority
extends from the physical and economic and into the social
fabric of life in Dublin’s Docklands. The Community
Development Project Initiative is one of the anchor initiatives in
the Dockland Authority’s social regeneration programme. I
have to say that to date it has been highly successful “.

Speaking at the announcement, Mr. Peter Coyne, Chief
Executive of the DDDA, said: “CDPI is about resourcing, and
therefore empowering the community to implement projects of
its own, related to the essential social economy of the
Docklands. It is right that the communities are the originators
and managers of these projects. This approach is far more
sustainable than either the Authority, or any other State body
parachuting in its own projects based on its own interpretation
of community needs”.

The DDDA invited applications for grant-in-aid from
community groups and associations which are non-commercial
and which represent community interests in the Docklands
area. All of the projects selected had matching funding already
in place and had building plans at an advanced stage of
development.

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DOCKLANDS AUTHORITY AWARDS FURTHER
€760,000 TO COMMUNITY PROJECTS



The highlights of 2001 were the opening of the Clarion
Hotel and the two Campshire restaurants together with
the first phases of the Clarion Quay apartment
development and the general coming to life of the
International Financial Services Centre phase II. At the
end of the year a major landmark was reached with the
completion of Dockland’s first 37 new social housing
units at Mayor Street. Also of huge significance was the
commencement of the Stack A refurbishment and
development contract. Three other events stand out as
highlights – firstly the successful completion of the
phase I remediation of the former gas site at Grand
Canal Harbour, secondly the finalisation and submission
to the Minister, of the Docklands North Lotts Area
Planning Scheme and thirdly, the ever growing,
Docklands festival which drew thousands of visitors
and local participants to its many exciting events.

At the end of 2001 there is a sense of coming of age of the
Docklands project - a sense that the vision, which lay behind the
establishment of the project, is justified by the initial results four
and a half years later. In my view the nature of Docklands has
changed irrevocably in recent years. From being considered a
peripheral area with a core of derelict or low value land and
(though it would not have been true of all parts of Docklands) a
place of unemployment, social deprivation and alienation, it has
become a new and rapidly developing city centre area with
massive economic capacity. I sense also a growing self-confidence
in the local community who have grasped participation in the
project with enthusiasm, as indeed they have the social projects
and programmes of the Authority and who have been most
tenacious with the Executive in ensuring that the legitimate
interests of local people are not taken for granted.

The project has solid foundations now and this is particularly the
case with regard to development planning. The 1997 Master Plan

has been followed by two new Planning Schemes for the Grand
Canal Dock Area and the North Lotts Area and Area Action Plans
are in place (or in the last case under preparation) for East
Wall/Church Road, Ringsend/Irishtown, City Quay/Westland Row
and the East Wall Area, with arrangements in hand for Poolbeg
Peninsula in 2002. In physical terms the economic capacity of the
city has been greatly enhanced with a doubling in scale of the
International Financial Services Centre, most recently
incorporating the National College of Ireland in its new
headquarters “Docklands Campus” (open September 2002) and
the start of the exciting Stack A leisure and retail development (to
open 2003). 

The purchase, clean-up and site servicing of the 9 hectare gas site
at Sir John Rogerson’s Quay will release huge development
potential over this 25 year derelict site in the coming years with
several major projects already commissioned under the banner of
Grand Canal Harbour.

2001 saw the third level scholarships reach 57, the schools jobs
placements programmes 62, apprenticeships 43 and parents in
education 120. These and other social programmes have
impacted on the Docklands and, I believe, helped to link the
communities with new economic opportunities being created by
the continuing development of the Area. Social and affordable
housing has moved from being an ambitious aspiration to a
certain reality. All schemes being approved under Section 25
procedures are now inclusive of the 20% quota and the Planning
and Development Act 2000 brings this requirement to non-
Section 25 developments also. The completion of the first 37
social housing units in the International Financial Services Centre
in 2001 was a landmark by any measure.

Whilst momentum and self-confidence of the project have been
established, there remains much to be done. We must continue
to roll out the development of public realm, as well as homes,

business and leisure accommodation and we must ensure that an
appropriate legacy of quality in urban design and in landmark
architecture is achieved. But we also need to ensure that the
transportation infrastructure is put in place to service the
development, for without it the ability of the Docklands to
provide the City and the State with the economic capacity for
continued growth and prosperity is severely constrained. We must
also, now that we have established the reality of the new
Docklands, ensure that it is linked physically and mentally with
the rest of the city to allow the necessary cultural and business
synergies which will sustain the project as a new quarter of
Dublin. Most importantly of all, we have to fulfil the economic
potential of the Docklands, building on what has been achieved
but also releasing new energies through, in particular, the
development of local education provision and artistic and cultural
opportunities. The Master Plan is to be reviewed during 2002 and
these will be key issues in that exercise. 

I reflect not only on the passing of another year, but also on the
forthcoming end of the first term of the Authority in April 2002.
I would like to thank the members of Council and the Board, the
Executive and staff for their invaluable input during the year and
indeed for their contribution to the project since 1997.
Finally I would like to thank Mr Noel Dempsey, TD, Minister for
the Environment and Local Government for his and his
department’s support and encouragement throughout the year.
The Authority looks forward to continuing to work with the
Minister and his officials during the coming year.

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SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC REGENERATION

Education  Education remains a priority for the Authority as the bedrock of sustainability in the
regeneration process. In 2001 we continued to work with the community and with education
and training organisations across a wide range of programmes and initiatives.

The National College of Ireland’s headquarters Docklands Campus made great progress during
the year, being about 65% complete by the year-end and the project is well on track to open in
September 2002. 

The NCI "Parents In Education” programme continued albeit with a reduced intake during the
year. The 38 participants during the year now make an aggregate of 120 Docklanders enrolled
under Authority sponsorship. The course is aimed at members of the community seeking to
develop their understanding of the educational system and their skills in leadership and
counselling with a view to their effectiveness in the community and working to defeat
educational deprivation.

The academic year 2001/2002 is the fourth year of the third level scholarship programme. First
time scholarships were awarded during the year to 25 Docklands students bringing the total
number on the programme in 2001/2002 to 45. An aggregate of 57 students have participated
in the scheme since its inception. The financial assistance given to the students, together with the
mentoring and progress reviews in association with college tutors, has been found to be of
enormous value by the participating young Docklanders. Our thanks again to Reuters and SIPTU
for sponsorship of the programme

The “Junior Achievement” programme, which is aimed at tackling educational under-
achievement, brings business mentors into the school class to introduce the concept of
educational achievement leading to economic and business success and teaches basic
entrepreneurial skills. This programme operated in all Docklands National Schools accessing over
750 pupils in the academic year 2000/2001. Further enterprise programmes are being evaluated
for the future.

The after schools study club in the Community Training Workshop in the North Wall continued
during the year. This scheme brings in young business people from the IFSC to mentor Docklands
students in the lead up to their Junior Certificate and Leaving Certificate examinations. The
energy, skill and enthusiasm of the 24 mentors are greatly appreciated.

Training and Employment  The Schools Jobs Placement Programme, which is operated with the
assistance of FAS, secures employment in the International Financial Services Centre for young
Docklanders in the last year prior to the Leaving Certificate, on the condition that the students
achieve their Leaving Certificate. The young employees also undertake an NCI part-time course,
funded by the Authority, in Financial Administration. Seven different companies participated in the
scheme in 2001/2002 to provide a total of 20 placements. To date a total of 62 young Docklanders
have found employment in the IFSC through the scheme. All the participants are now continuing to
enjoy employment in the IFSC or have moved on to promoted positions elsewhere.

The Schools Jobs Placement Programme and similar schemes such as the NCI/Bank of Ireland Returner
Development Scheme, the Dublin Schools Business Partnership-DFIA Placement Scheme and the
North Wall Women’s Centre Return to Work Scheme are proving to be particularly effective in
connecting the new industries coming into the area as a result of the Docklands project, with the
existing communities. These projects and similar are key to the sustainability of the Docklands project.

Apprenticeships were secured with a range of construction related companies connected with the
redevelopment of the Area for young Docklanders. During the year 7 apprenticeships were secured
bringing the total participating in the Docklands sponsored scheme to 43.

Community Development Project Initiative  The Community Development Project Initiative
aims to resource community infrastructure projects that are initiated and led by the community.
During 2001, Authority co-funded schemes from the previous year advanced to substantial
completion and the Authority again operated the scheme during 2001, awarding further grants
totalling €760,000 for implementation in 2002. Aggregate grants awarded in the scheme over the
years 1999-2001 is €2.4m representing investment in schemes having a total value in excess of
€4m.

Plot 8  The Grand Canal Dock Area Planning Scheme proposed the development of the peninsula
site between the Grand Canal Dock and the River Dodder for mixed uses, but in particular combining
unique community facilities. The site is 1.24 hectares in extent and the freehold interest belongs to
Waterways Ireland (one of the new North-South bodies). The Authority has the leasehold interest
over a former gasometer site of 0.55 hectares in the centre and during the year this area was fully
remediated. The works exposed two former graving docks. In 2001 the Authority worked with an ad
hoc group of community interests – the Plot 8 Planning Advisory Group and with Waterways Ireland
and a brief was close to finalisation by the year-end for an architectural design competition for the
development, which will include very significant community resource and training accommodation.

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Social and Affordable Housing  During the year the 37 units of Social Housing within the
Clarion Quay Development in IFSC II achieved full completion. Following an exhaustive application,
interview and allocation process the Authority’s partner, Voluntary Housing Association, Cluid,
offered tenancies to 37 households. Some 64% of the tenants are from the Docklands or East
Inner City thus assisting the maintenance of the continuity of the local community.

During 2001 developers’ proposals were approved under Section 25 procedures for mixed-use
developments in the Grand Canal Docks Planning Scheme Area, which included 20 units of Social
and 37 units of Affordable Housing. Market difficulties have delayed implementation of the
related residential schemes to date with the exception of a scheme by TBD Developers at
Thorncastle Street which was substantially progressed by the year end and includes 10 two
bedroomed Affordable homes.

Architectural designs were commissioned by the Authority for two, mainly residential, schemes in
Grand Canal Harbour, which will commence construction in 2002 and produce some 90 Social
and Affordable Housing units. Both commissions arise from an international architectural
competition, the brief for which was closely consulted upon with the local community and the
judging panel for which included local resident Betty Watson, nominated by the community. 

In December the Authority held a conference in the Clarion Hotel in the IFSC for property
professionals and developers to review the legal status and practical implementation issues related
to Social and Affordable Housing. The seminar, which was attended by some 120 delegates
received presentations from eminent practitioners in the development industry. 

PLANNING

The Docklands North Lotts Area Planning Scheme  The Extended Custom House Docks
Area Draft Planning Scheme (later renamed the Docklands North Lotts Area Planning Scheme) for
the 31.4 hectares on the north bank of the Liffey to the east of the IFSC, was launched in January
2001 for formal public consultation. Public meetings were held in the Authority’s offices and in
the East Wall Community Centre together with briefing sessions for elected representatives, the
media and many of the professional bodies. The scheme was exhibited during the period 31st
January to 27th February in the Authority offices and during the period 1st, 2nd, 5th, 6th, 12th
and 13th February in the East Wall Community Centre. A series of meetings were held at the
request of interested parties and community groups both prior to and after formal submission of
comment. Following exhaustive review of the draft comments received, by both the Executive
Board and the Council, the Council formally referred the revised Planning Scheme to the Minister
of the Environment and Local Government on the 2nd of August 2001. 

City Quay Westland Row Area Action Plan  In June 2001 the Authority published the draft
City Quay/Westland Row Area Action Plan and exhibited it for consultation at St Andrews Resource
Centre during 3rd to 5th July inclusive and 10th to 12th July inclusive and in the Authority offices
during 3rd July to 27th July. The final revised edition was published in December 2001. The Plan
includes general planning guidelines for the area and was closely developed in association with
Dublin Corporation (City Council). The Plan also proposes a range of streetscape and
environmental improvement schemes. By the year end the Authority had commissioned architects
to design one of the more significant schemes – a circa €3m enhancement to the Townsend
Street – Hanover Street corridor. 

East Wall Area Action Plan (No 2)  Arising from the community consultation related to the
Docklands North Lotts Area Planning Scheme, the Authority, in 2001, jointly with the City Council,
commissioned an Area Action Plan of the East Wall area. The brief, which was agreed with the
community, examines in particular the issues of traffic and of community infrastructure.

Poolbeg Land Use Study  The Authority undertook a review during the year of strategic land
use and transportation planning across the Poolbeg peninsula. Arising from that it is now
proposed, in 2002, to proceed to an Action Area Plan involving full public consultation.

Development Control  During the year 2001 36 applications under section 25 of the Dublin
Docklands Development Authority Act 1997 were received with regard to the IFSC areas and 33
certificates were issued during the year. Similarly 12 certificates were received with regard to the
Grand Canal Docks Area and 10 certificates were issued during the year.

DEVELOPMENT

IFSC I  Following the amicable termination of the joint venture agreement with the Custom
House Docks Development Company Ltd in January 2001, the Authority designed the works,
tendered and let the contract for the circa €25m refurbishment of the conserved warehouse
building - Stack A. The development works will be completed by the late Autumn of 2003 and will
provide 15,000 sq metres of accommodation in a spectacularly restored landmark building. The
accommodation will provide an exciting range of speciality shopping offers together with four or
five new restaurants and a major new cultural event for the city.

Following the success of the Enterprise House Development and the introduction of a new entrance
to Connolly Central Station from Harbourmaster Place, the Authority commissioned a €1.2m
refurbishment of the other adjacent arches to provide one small unit of 70 sq metres and one
larger unit of 1,000 sq metres. The work was completed within the year and the larger unit sold to
investors who are now fitting it out as a Sports Bar/Restaurant and private dining rooms.

The Authority agreed a section 25 certificate on 14th September 2000 and work commenced in
2001 on the construction of a further 2 storeys onto the Commons Street car park building. The
additional space will provide some 5000 sq metres of offices and the project involves the formation
of a new entrance and lobby on Commons Street to service the offices, giving a considerable
improvement to the look of the building and the ground floor animation on Commons Street.

The Authority invested €300,000 in the creation of serviced pontoons in Georges Dock. These will
provide moorings for trading boats such as shops and cafeterias etc, the first of which will be in
place in 2002. It is intended that the animation of the water space will contribute to the ambience
and interest of the IFSC and will be increasingly relevant as the Stack A development takes shape in
2003.

IFSC II  In March 2001 the four-star Clarion Hotel opened on Excise Walk. This 147-bed hotel with
bars, restaurant, swimming-pool, gymnasium and conference facilities was developed in joint
venture with the Authority by the Campshire Partnership. The hotel brings an additional quality of
service to the Area and brings the total bed space provision in the IFSC to 386.

The Clarion Quay residential development, a joint venture project between the Authority and the
Campshire Partnership progressed substantially throughout the year albeit at a slower pace than
programmed. The first three block towers towards the river and the Social Housing block at Mayor
Street were completed and provide some 76 apartments. The remaining blocks providing a further
108 apartments were at an advanced stage by the year-end and will achieve completion in quarter
2 of 2002.

The National College of Ireland Docklands Campus made great progress during the year and this
21,000 sq metres college with some 162 permanent student residences (and 124 temporary
residences) will open by September 2002.

The final phase of the Chesterbridge Development on Mayor Street moved ahead during the year.
The development comprises 49 apartments and 2,005 sq metres retail including ground and
mezzanine floor bar/restaurant users and is expected to complete during 2002.

Grand Canal Harbour  The remediation of this former gas site at Sir John Rogerson’s
Quay/Pearse Street completed its first phase during the year and in December the Environmental
Protection Agency issued a formal acceptance to the surrender of the Waste Transfer Licence. The
site had contained a number of underground tanks containing tar and, despite odour suppression
techniques, strong tar-like odours did emanate from the site from time to time during the works.
Amongst the anti-odour arrangements was a perimeter perfume spray ‘Ecosorb’ which, although
effective, had a curiously steamy appearance. Consultation was very close with the local community
during the year and their concerns regarding the smells were worked through in fortnightly
consultative reviews. During the latter part of the year the Authority progressed the formation of
roads and services through the site. Because the remediation essentially involved digging the site
out and exporting it, by the year-end the site was not only cleaned and substantially serviced, but
at development ready basement ground levels. 

Work on the final and second phase of remediation made good progress with little contamination
or smell being encountered. This phase is expected to be complete in June 2002.

During 2001 the Authority designed and tendered the contract for the construction of the 0.3976-
hectare public piazza and festival space, “Grand Canal Square” and its (extendable) 150 space
underground car park. The completion of this landmark public realm development will set the tone
for excellence in Grand Canal Harbour.

On 7th June 2001 the Authority agreed a section 25 certificate for the development of a 12,050 sq
metre office building at the corner of Cardiff Lane and Sir John Rogerson’s Quay. This building was
to be European/African and Asian headquarters of Novell, a global leader in e-business and e-
commerce and with whom terms of lease had been agreed. Novell was unable to complete the
contract or commence development due to factors within its international business and industrial
environment. However the company still retains a strong interest in part occupancy of the
building/site as tenant. This is arguably the best office development site in Dublin and the Authority
will consider bringing it back to the market during 2002.

The adjacent site was marketed during the year and the terms are agreed for the development of a
22,410 sq metre office building by Skerry Limited, which was given a Section 25 certificate for
development in August 2001.
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
